Credit: The State Board of Education has established the definition of a credit as a full year of course
instruction. Washington High School students are graded on a semester basis therefore students who
successfully complete one semester of coursewrearn onehalf (.5) credit. The school year consists of two
semesters. Students have an opportunity to earn 3 credits per semester.

*Culminating Project: Students in Franklin Pierce Schools must successfully complete and present their
portfolio to meet the state culminating project graduation requirement. During PATs Partnership students
create a portfolio that showcases academic growth, career research and citizenship development. Students
share the development of the portfolio with their parent/guardian at Student Led Conferences each year.
Seniors present their portfolios to a community member panel.

COURSE TAKING POLICIES, PROCEDURES AND OPPORTUNITIES

Class Schedule

To take fulladvantage of the educational offerings, students are expected to be enrolled in six (6) classes per
day. 11h and 12 graders may be granted an early release or late arrival only if requested by a parent or
guardian and with the approval of a school courdor. All students are also assigned to a PATs Partnership
advisor or counselor who guides and monitors portfolio progressStudents who are participating in athletics
will not be allowed to have an early dismissal during the sport season.

Schedule Changes
Students must submit a written schedule change request to their counselor by email or by completing a
schedule change form. Schedule change requests must be submitted prior to the start of the new semester.

Grade Changes

Incompletes may be changed to ktter grade after twenty days at the completion of a semester with teacher
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grade changes.

High School Credit Retrieval

Students with credit or course deficiencies will be required to make up the credit in order to meet graduation

requirements. Credit recovery courses, summer school and correspondence course options may be available.
Students with credit deficiencies should see their courgdor for pre-approval and additional information.

Dual Credit
YOU can earn Community/Technical College credit while attending high school classes.
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College credit. By July 31st, (the summer after you complete required high school courses) the college you have
selected will post your course credit to a transcript on the college website. The transcript will list the college
courses for which you have reeived credit. You will be able to access your transcript using your student
identification number.

Running Start

Running Start offers qualified juniors and seniors the opportunity to earn high school graduation and college
credits by taking approved courses at a community/technical college without paying tuition. To be eligible for
this program, students must 1) hae earned the credits necessary for junior or senior status; 2) demonstrate
readiness for collegelevel study through their performance on a college placement exam; 3) meet course
prerequisites. It is not usually advisable for students to try to transferd the Running Start Program during the
middle of the school year. The community/technical colleges are on a three quarter system that does not match
starting times with our semesters. Students planning to take Running Start courses during fall quarter

must have the application process completed by early spring of the prior year.

Division II Initial-Eligibility Requirements

Core Courses

Division IT currently requires 16 core courses. See the chart below.
Beginning August 1, 2018, to become a full or partial qualifier for Division II, all college-bound
student-athletes must complete the 16 core-course requirement.

Test Scores

Division II currently requires a minimum SAT score of 820 or an ACT sum score of 68.
Beginning Angust 1, 2018, Division I will use a sliding scale to match test scores and core-course
grade-point averages (GPA). The sliding scale for those requirements is shown on Page No. 2 of this
sheet.

The SAT score used for NCAA purposes includes only the critical reading and math sections. The
writing section of the SAT is nof used.

The ACT score used for NCAA purposes is a sum of the following four sections: English,
mathematics, reading and science.

When you register for the SAT or ACT, use the NCAA Eligibility Center code of 9990 to
ensure all SAT and ACT scores are reported directly to the NCAA Eligibility Center
from the testing agency. Test scores that appear on transcripts will not be used.

Grade-Point Average

Be sure to look at your high school’s List of NCAA Courses on the NCAA Eligibility Center's website
(www.eligibilitycenter.org). Only courses that appear on your school's approved List of NCAA
Courses will be used in the calculation of the core GPA. Use the list as a guide.

The current Division IT core GPA requirement is a minimum of 2.000. Division II core GPA
required to be eligible for competition on or after August 1, 2018, is 2,200 (corresponding test-
score requirements are listed on the Sliding Scale on Page No. 2 of this sheet).

The minimum Division II core GPA required to receive athletics aid and practice as a partial
qualifier on or after Angust 1, 2018, is 2.000 (corresponding test-score requirements are listed
on the Sliding Scale on Page No. 2 of this sheet).

Remember, the NCAA core GPA is calculated using WCAA core courses only.

College Academic Distribution
Requirements (CADR)

CADRs reflect the minimum rumber of credits
required in six sulbject areas that students must 2am

four-year pulelic baccalaureate nstiutions.

CADRSs guide students fo take high school courses
which wil prepare them for college-level coursework.
High school courses meeting CADRS are determined
by the schoal district and are noted on the student's
transeript with a “B" designation.

CADRs are not the same as high school graduation
requirements, which ane determined by the SBE and
local schaoal districts.

Students whao plan to attend a fowr-year college
or wniversity should k= aware of both their high school
graduation reguirements and the CADRs.

Meeting the minimum college admission standards
does mot guarantee admission to a publc
baccalaureate instiution. Therefore, students are
encouraged to go keyond mesting minimum colege
admizsion standards to improve their chances for
gaining entry to a puklic baccalaureate nstiution.

Students should cltain admission information directly
from the instibution they wish to attend.

Holistic Review ot Applications

for Admission

Currently, each of the public kaccalaureate
imstitutions employs a holistic review process for at
least a portion of ther applcants. Holistic review is
an addiional means of ensuring stwdent access, and
may include a review of many factors beyond GPA,
SATIACT scores and completion of CADRs, which
imdicate evidence of the stedent's preparedness for
college.

In cases whese students do mot meet the minimum
college admission standards, the policy provides for
altemative admission policies which may be more
appropriate for certain students. Each student is
encouraged to contact the admissions office of the
imstitution they wish o attend if they have questions.

The Support Center at WHS is designed for students, beginning &tgrade through the age of 21 with moderate
to severe disabilities. The program focuses on preparing students for pektgh school living by using the Life
Centered Career Education curriculum. The LCCE focuses on the following areas:

1 Occupational Guidancand Preparation
1 Personal and Daily Living Skills
1 Personal and Social Skills

The curriculum integrates functional academics with workrelated and daily living skills. The LCCE requires
schools to work more closely with families and community resources. Ehcurriculum also provides many
opportunities for hands on experiences and incorporates cooperative learning principles. This curriculum
works to develop selfesteem and dignity in all students while addressing the critical competencies students
need in order to be productive individuals.
The Support Center Program currently consists of two programs, Phase | and Phase II.
